History of Aviation in South Africa

1871-1875 John Goodman Household performed glider flights in Howick

1911 Aeronautical Society of South Africa formed

1911/06/18 First flight of Weston-Farman biplane (SA design)

Feb 1920 South African Airforce (SAAF) formed (Making it the second oldest in the World)

1920’s Artillery & Aircraft depot in Pretoria manufactures Hawker Hartebees (SA Design)

1945 Council for Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) formed (aeronautical R&D)

1965 Atlas Aviation formed – manufactures and design optimizes Mirage, C130, Canberrra, Impala

Late 1960’s CSIR acquires supersonic windtunnels and starts missiles technology unit

1970’s National Institute for Defence Research formed (design&development of wide range of systems

1980’s Atlas develops Oryx and Rooivalk attack helicopter. CSIR starts materials research 
(superalloys) and builds up vacuum investment facility for turbine components. CSIR develops 
Alpha XH-1 helicopter development platform and all composite trainer aircraft Ace.
